To run Blackthorne as a limited user, we will create a new group called Blackthorne
Users, place in that group the users (e.g., enterprise) who will be using Blackthorne.
Then we will give the group Blackthorne Users some additional permissions on three
files and (maybe) one registry key.

All permission changes must be done while logged in as a member of Administrators
group.

Start>Programs>AdministrativeTools>ComputerManagement
Create new Group named Blackthorne Users.
Make "enterprise” a member of the Blackthorne Users group.

Give the group "Blackthorne Users" the privileges noted for each of the three files listed:

C:\Program Files\eBay\Blackthorne\bin\bt.pvt Write
C:\Program Files\eBay\Blackthorne\bin\System.pvt Write
C:\Program Files\eBay\Blackthorne\data\Settings.pvt Full_Control

Now log off the machine and log back on as "enterprise”. See if Blackthorne runs
properly. If yes, you're finished. If not, proceed to Step 3 on next page.
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Step 3 (if needed)

Open Regedit and navigate to
HKLM\SOFTWARE\Microsoft\Jet\4.0\Engines\Jet 4.0
Right-click this key and click Permissions>Advanced
Add group Blackthorne Users and click Apply.

Select Blackthorne Users and click Edit.
Allow all permissions except: Full Control, Create Link, Write DAC, Write Owner.
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Okay your way out.

Log off and then log back on as "enterprise”. Confirm that Blackthorne runs properly.
